Letter should not exceed 250 words. Below are suggested elements to include in customized letters.

· Description of the writer’s volunteer role

· How volunteering positively impacts the writer’s life 
· Why the volunteer would like to help create a world with less cancer and more birthdays

· Local statistics about Society volunteers

· Local examples of volunteer achievements

· Encourage community members to find a worthy cause or organization with which to volunteer
· How volunteers at the American Cancer Society save lives and create a world with less cancer and more birthdays
